3. About U-Token


	Bank has introduced a mobile app U-Token as an alternative to OTP received through SMS.

	By registering in this app, both Retail and Corporate users can generate OTP on the U-Token app.

	U-Token is an easy to use two factor authentication solution. Simply we may say it a mobile received OTP SMS replacement.

	This app is available in Play Store for Android users and App Store for iOS users.

	Customer can generate a token number through U-Token App and use that token number to authorize the internet banking transaction instead of SMS OTP.

	Customer can reset/enable transaction password In Internet Banking through U-Token.






4. Accessibility Features Enhanced in the U-Token App


	U-Token App is fully operable with gestures navigation with screen reader program used by visually impaired person to access mobile for both IOS and Android platforms.

	All buttons and elements in the app are properly labeled for screen reader to speak out.

	All forms are properly navigable and operable with screen reader.

	Logical focus order is set with screen reader navigation and also selected tab state is informed to screen reader in the app.

	The code generated is informed to screen reader user without navigating and focusing on the code in the app.

	New / changed code after 60 seconds is also informed to screen reader user automatically when focus is on the code generated page.

	Time remaining is informed properly with added narration for screen reader users.

	U-Token Mobile app for accessibility with screen readers for both Android and iOS platforms is tested with assistive technologies users.






5. U-Token Uses


	As U-Token app generated code is an alternative to SMS based OTP, while using internet banking portal whenever user need to authenticate with OTP his/her transaction U-Token code need to be used. Few usage examples are:


	To generate transaction password for corporate users – replacement of SMS OTP.

	To generate transaction password for retail users – replacement of SMS OTP.

	Customer can reset/enable transaction password In Internet Banking through U-Token.









6. Registration and Enabling U-Token for first time user

First follow Step 1 in internet banking, then register on mobile app and then complete Step 2 in internet banking. Once these processes completed a user is ready for usage of U-Token facility.


6.1 Registration of U-Token on internet banking portal

Log in to internet banking.


	Go to Password Management navigation main menu.

	Go to list menu U-Token.

	Go for sub menu step 1 – U-Token Registration.

	A web form with heading text as New request will be displayed.

	Mobile number - auto populated on the page.

	Email id- auto populated on the page.

	Customer id- auto populated on the page.

	Then press enter key on Continue button.



Preview and Confirm


	OTP page will appear. User to enter OTP as received on Mobile number. Then press enter on “Confirm” to complete the registration.

6.2 Registration of U-Token on Mobile App 


	After registering U-Token on internet banking portal follow below steps on your mobile phone

	Visit Play store/App store to download and install the U-Token app.

	After installation U-Token app, register in U-Token App.

	Enter user ID for Retail user and Corporate ID for Corporate user,

	Select Channel Type,

	Enter a new 6 digit M-PIN ((This is used for logging in to U-Token))

	Press enter on submit button.

	Enter SMS OTP received on MOBILE number.

	After entering valid OTP. App will show message “Congratulations” you have successfully registered for mobile token service. Please login.





6.3 Enable U-Token on Internet Banking Portal

Log in to internet banking.


	Go to Password management navigation main menu.

	Go to list menu U-Token.




	Go for sub menu Step 2 - Enable U-Token.

	Web form is displayed with options.

	Radio buttons Enable Mobi/U-Token.

	Select YES radio button and press enter key on Continue button.

	OTP page will appear. Users have to enter the OTP as received on their Mobile number.

	Press enter key on Confirm button to complete the operation.

	Message will be displayed on the screen “U-Token has been successfully enabled.







7. Non-Debit Card Holders – Steps for Registration 

Non-Debit card holders may follow these steps to generate transaction password in Internet banking.

Step 1: Login to Internet Banking, Go To Password Management > U-Token Registration. Complete the steps as mentioned in the section 6.1.

Step 2: Download U-Token app in mobile & Register in the app. Complete the steps as mentioned in the section 6.2.

Step 3: Login to Internet Banking, Go To Password Management > Enable U-Token. Complete the steps as mentioned in the section 6.3.

Step 4: Once U-Token is enabled, Go To Password Management > Generate Transaction Password.

Step 5: Once Transaction Password is set, Go To Password Management > Enable Transaction Password.

Do not perform Step 3 without performing Step 1.




8. List of U-Token Screens and Screen Elements

U-Token App is accessible and usable with screen readers talkback or voiceover on mobile platforms android and IOS respectively. So user will need to use standard way of gesture navigation or explore by touch to complete the operations. Providing below:

	Appears on top of the app e.g. invalid m-PIN or please enter all the details. Just press Ok button (double tap) to close the message or error.
